I'm excited to tell you about our newest resource: a 30 day devotional book
titled "Notes from the violin Case"! This project is the brainchild of one of
our gifted team members: Glenn Hascall. He came to me several months ago



with the idea of putting together such a book gleaning information from my
travels, Life journey experiences and personal devotion time. Each day shares
a Theme verse, a pertinent historical quote, a memory verse, along with the
devotional thought for the day. At the end, there is a special prayer for us to
pray, and a question of note to ponder. Here is one of the 30 daily messages:

Memory verse: 
But as for me, I will look to the Lord; I will wait for the God of my salvation;

my God will hear me. Micah 7:7
 

Music is found in the early morning symphony of birds. It is heard in the
gentle humming of a mother calming a child. It is the focus of concerts, the

inspiration of memories, the storehouse of joy.
 

Music lifts up the fallen, encourages the weary, invites fresh perspective.
 

Music unites generations, invites us on a journey, leads us to a secret place.
 

Music can make us weep with tears of joy, sorrow, or for reasons we can
never explain.

 
Music beckons us forward, leads us back, urged us to be still.

 
Music is God's gift to mankind. He sings over us, instructs the playing of

music in worship to Him, and offers it as a perfect companion to celebration.
 

Music is a call demanding response. Music is an answer to an unasked
question. Music is a hope in a world out of tune. Music improves our mood,

increases our learning, points to a place of rest.
 

God tells us to sing. God tells us to play music skillfully. God tells us to speak



the words of psalms, hymns, and spiritual songs. We're encouraged to sing
new songs to the God who created everything that makes each note a

blessing.
 

When I play the violin I sense that God is pleased - not because I have played
well - but because I play with the purpose for which He created me. I share

music that reflects His heart, love, and faithfulness.
 

Go. Join God in your purpose. Go. Inspire others with a heart as free as a
bird song. Go. The Son has made you free, and you are indeed free.

 
Prayer:

"Dear God, whether I play an instrument or not you have created music to
bless and be a blessing. May I seek music that honors you, inspires me, and

be clear is your plan to reading centers. Help me except my purpose and
share your love. Thanks for singing over me. Amen."

 
Question of Note: Can you remember a time when you were part of an event
when music seem to bring everyone together? Did that inspire you? Why?

 
This is my favorite season, for the obvious reason that we have the
opportunity to remember and celebrate the most important occurrence in the
history of mankind – the night when Jesus came to this earth to bring hope,
light and salvation to this world. Such is the unending and boundless love and
grace that our God has, that He sent His son to redeem the human race.
 
There are two things in particular that I like to reflect upon during this time of
year:

1- The night that Jesus was born in Bethlehem, while most of the world was
oblivious to what was going on, a handful of shepherds were visited by an
angel and were treated to what I believe is the most amazing concert that
human ears have ever heard. In Luke 2:13-14, a scene is described, which I
interpret to mean that the heavenly choir and orchestra put on a concert for
those rustic and ruddy men. It is altogether possible that even the angels
themselves did not fully understand the plan of salvation. But they knew that
their General and Leader was about to come to this earth as a defenseless
little baby, and they could not help but sing and play their instruments in
adoration and glory to the King of kings. Because I love Jesus and good
music, oh how I wish I would've been there that night to enjoy that
spectacular concert!

2- As I drive past churches, companies, hospitals, etc., I am always amused



by the nativity scenes that are presented outside the buildings. Some put out
very elaborate and beautiful nativity arrangements. But the reality is that
when Jesus was born, He was born in a dirty and a smelly stable. Apparently,
the best Joseph could do was to find fresh straw and hay so that Mary could
be as comfortable as possible. Jesus was not born at a Four Seasons or Ritz-
Carlton Hotel. Nor was He taken to the finest Jewish Hospital in the land. But
where He was born was not what was important to Him. What was important
was why He came and what He was here to do.

 
Though God's amazing grace and love for us is truly incomprehensible, we
can comprehend the fact that He loves each and every one of us more than
anything in the universe. Each one of us is infinitely special to our Heavenly
Father and Jesus Christ.
 
As you dwell on these humble words, I pray that the light and love that filled
not only Bethlehem, but also the rest of the world on that night, will live,
shine and manifest themselves in your life as you share the love, hope and
salvation that Jesus offers all of us all, with the people that you come in
contact with this season.

So often I'm asked where I work, quickly followed by the 
question of what I do for a violinist. I have been working for 
Jaime for almost 10 years now! When I started years ago I had a 
very few basic tasks and worked a very few hours. As time went 
on more and more responsibilities were added and more and 
more hours spent serving Jaime and his ministry. 
 
So here is what I tell people when they ask what I do. I mail 
CD/DVD orders and make sure we never run out of these. I pay 
bills and return calls. I itemize credit cards and do payroll. I 
make spreadsheets of expenses and file receipts. I call the 
plumber, meet the bug guy and communicate with the yard man.  
I take clothes to and from the cleaners and clean some myself. I 



pack up the CDs and supplies Jaime needs each weekend. I pick 
him up from the airport and/or drop him off. I process donations 
and send receipts to those who have made them. I receive the 
payments of all those who have taken music on the honor system 
and call to remind those who forget to pay. I pray over all the 
prayer requests that come in and type them up so they can be 
continually prayed over. I send out Christmas cards. I sometimes 
make and mail invitations and sell tickets. 
 
Other than my regular tasks, I have done all kinds of different 
things through the years. I helped coordinate his 25th anniversary 
concert.  I coordinated his wedding to Rachelle on a beach in 
Florida and I also planned and organized his mothers recent 
wedding at a local venue. Before Rachelle, I would decorate for 
Christmas and arrange food for Thanksgiving. Since they now 
own a couple of local businesses I help out with those when 
needed. 
 
I've probably heard Jaime play live less than 15 times. For a 
while I did a little bit of booking and once got to go on a trip to 
Toronto, Canada which was my first time traveling outside the 
US. It was wonderful to see that side of what he does and also 
made me marvel at how he does it weekly, every month for years 
on end. I would be exhausted!!! And sometimes he is! God's 
hand it indeed upon Jaime! He rarely gets sick! He 
communicates the love of God in an AMAZING way to 
audiences large and small week in and week out. There are, of 
course, many things I just can't do and he must, but I try to 
relieve his burden as much as I can and take care of as much as I 
can. 
 
The last 10 years have seen a lot of changes in my life. Jaime has 
been like a big brother to me. He's always protective of me and 
makes sure my needs and my kids needs are met. He is a great 
boss, treating me better than I deserve!
